3:5-8; 20:21-22; Acts 2:1-4; 10:44-45; Isa 63:11-14; Acts 1:8; 4:8-10). Language tip: In both Hebrew and Greek, the term
for “Spirit,” in Holy Spirit, can also be translated in English as “wind” or “breath.”
